From 11 to 16 June La Spezia is
welcoming the first edition of Maina —
Festa delia Marsneria, a biennial exhibition
of art, culture, science and traditions
of the sea, which for six days will turn
the city into an international reference
point for those who love going by sea.
Recovering the memory of the past,
but with a look turned to the future,
La Speria intends to confirm in the sca
the main resource of its development
and that of the surrounding territory,
also strengthening and promoting the
rise of twinning with important French
maritime cities like Toulon and Brest.
Over one hundred events will enliven
the streets and the piazzas of the chief
town of Eastern Liguria, so many
occasions and different promptings
united by the identity theme of the sea
as a place of meecting, of syncretism,
of mixture, a symbol of dialogue and
solidarity among peoples, cultures, men
and women. There will be regattas,
including an extraordinary edition of
the traditional one of the old Maritime
Republics, the Mariperman sailing
trophy and the Luigi Durand de la
Penne cup on the La Spezia-Capraia
course; exhibitions and expos like the
exhibiton-market of naval antiques;
special visits to the military arsenal,
which is celebrating its 140" year, and
to shipyards in the area (San Marco,
Riva, Baglietto, Fincantieri); places will
be reconstructed to show traditional
activities linked to the navy, but there
will also be great insistence on scientific
and technological research, with the
presentation of Sealuture. To complete
the panorama, there will be plenty of
wine and food events and street shows
with music, lights, colours and sounds.
